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Rules for Say Something in Math Class
1. With your partner, decide who will say something first.
2. When you “say something,” do one or more of the following:
· Make meaning or sense of the problem for yourself or with your partner.
· Discuss the method you chose to solve the problem.
· Clarify the way you and your partner are reasoning or thinking.
· Make a connection to prior or future knowledge. 
3. If you can’t do one of the four things, then you need to revisit the problem, your


notes, or the book.
